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Able ARTS’ inclusive 
exhibit connects 

artists to their core

It is in Long Beach, an art-centric city, teeming with murals and 
independent galleries, where you can find one of the few places 
that consistently showcases disability art. This fact was not lost 
on Kristen Olinger, activist and curator of Able ARTS Work’s 

20th CORE exhibition.
“I decided to send out emails [after putting myself out in a public 

sense] because I was like, ‘Where do you show disability art?’ and I 
only found five places in the United States,” Olinger said at the CORE 
2025 Opening Art Reception on Oct. 17. “[Able ARTS Work was] the 
only one that was even close by and you [Jennifer Morris, the modera-
tor] were the person who responded to me and that meant everything 
to me because it’s giving me that encouragement to keep going.” 

In its 20th year, CORE is an annual exhibit Able ARTS Work hosts 
that features artists with disabilities as well as community member’s 
work. Director of Community Advancement Kristy Glass said that it’s 
one of their largest exhibits each year. 

“What’s so important about CORE is that it’s fully inclusive,” she 
said. “We have Braille, we have ASL interpreters, we have audio de-
scriptions that people can use a QR code to reach.” 

Along with accessibly showcasing the work of disabled artists, Able 
ARTS Work helps create arts education and therapies for adults with 
developmental disabilities. 

Students who attend their day program take a six-month curricu-
lum, which consists of art,  painting, music, podcast and theater class-
es to name a few. For students who are unable to attend a day program, 
the Mobile Arts Program (MAP) in Long Beach, Hawthorne and San 
Diego provides these services in-home. 

The day program works similar to college classes where students 
take a class, build their confidence and apply that knowledge, accord-
ing to Glass.

Walking into the CORE opening reception on Oct. 17, anyone could 
see how supportive the community is and the genuine excitement art-
ists felt when they spoke about their work on the walls.

“I feel like our gallery is a space that’s welcome to all and people tru-
ly feel that when they walk in,” Glass said. “Able ARTS Work’s motto

A s Long Beach plans for a long-awaited project to connect two westside parks, this urban farm that 
provides education and opportunities to disadvantaged youth fears being left behind.

Despite the thousands of people fed over the past six years, Sowing Seeds of Change is more 
than a farm or community garden; the difference it makes in the lives of foster youth and those 
with disabilities outweighs the tons of produce grown over the years. 

Now, in the face of impending construction — Long Beach’s plan to connect Cesar Chavez Park and Drake Park 
— the nonprofit fears they may be uprooted and forgotten by the city. The farm-focused education center sits 
right in the middle of the two parks, and relocation is imminent in order for the City to move forward. 

But Executive Director and Co-founder Lindsay Smith said the nonprofit 
has been suddenly left out of these conversations, leaving them to suspect 
the worst. 

“This has probably been my biggest fear,” Smith told the Signal Tribune 
on Oct. 22. “Just picking up and moving, that’s not realistic for us, for a 
small nonprofit, to start over.”

Sowing Seeds of Change was founded in 2019, and was never meant to 
exist in planter boxes sat atop concrete. The City offered them a temporary 
space in a parking lot while they prepared for an expansion of the two sur-
rounding parks, assuring Smith their nonprofit would have a future place 
in the new green space. 

Following hundreds of thousands of dollars and countless hours invest-
ed over the last six years, the nonprofit has worked towards its mission 
of empowering “transition-age youth with disabilities and foster youth to 
cultivate a thriving future through vocational training in sustainable agri-
culture, leadership development, and community engagement.”

Last year alone, Sowing Seeds of Change hired 10 transition-age youth 
with disabilities or foster youth as interns, had 30 students from similar 
backgrounds in their various programs and taught 12 summer camp at-
tendees. Over 12,000 families were fed fresh produce through their food 
distribution in 2024, according to the nonprofit’s impact report. 

Earlier this month, the City held two public meetings about the Drake-
Chavez Park connection. Through a friend attending the meeting, Smith 
found out that Sowing Seeds of Change was no longer included in the City’s 
plans. 

“I’m very fearful about what’s going to happen, and even if they don’t start the construction now, I just want to 
ensure that we are considered in this design, that we have a space in the future designs they’re presenting to the 
community,” Smith said. “They’re not even identifying us on the maps that they’re showing everybody.”

A representative from Public Works told the Signal Tribune in an email on Oct. 23 that they “intentionally did 
not include any future park designs or plans for specific sites” since they are still in the feedback gathering stage. 
They went on to say that there is currently no design or plans for where Sowing Seeds of Change is currently 
located.

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Wearing costumes, yelling chants and playing instruments, 
thousands of people filled up the sidewalks of East Ocean 
Boulevard to voice their disdain for President Donald 
Trump’s policies alongside support for California’s Prop-

osition 50 Saturday morning.
Long Beach Indivisible organized No Kings 2.0 in the Bluffs, which is

Jonathan Bay, one of the leaders of Long Beach Indivisible, said these 
demonstrations are a way to fight for every community under attack by the 
administration’s actions and policies. 

“We are showing a stand against Trump; that he doesn’t get to just uni-
laterally do things and ignore the constitution,” Bay said. “Our immigrant 
neighbors, our LGBTQ folks, institutions, government workers — we’re in 
a shutdown right now and he [Donald Trump] is getting paid, but many of 
our local people are not getting paid.”

is ‘Love before learning, learn be-
fore life.’ I think you can really feel 
that in our spaces or with any of our 
staff.”

Jennifer Kumiyama, who is a 
disabilities activist and who was a 
panelist during the CORE recep-
tion, talked about her first time ex-
periencing the exhibit.

“It’s so refreshing to see that 
[people with] disabilities are equal-
ly as creative in a visual sense as 
we are in everyday life,” Kumiyama 
said. “We can also create rad, beau-
tiful art but it’s nice to see people’s 
passion, heart [and] soul.”

Olinger was one of 15 artists who 
had her artwork on the walls and 
shared how art has helped her get 
through tough times.

The “invisible illness” she con-
tends with on a daily basis had al-
ready heavily impacted her family 
prior to her own diagnosis, with 
one of her nieces requiring a feed-
ing tube since she was two months 
old. 

She created art as a coping mech-
anism, never expecting to show 
anyone. But after showing her sec-
ond piece to one of her sisters, that 

all changed.
“I sent it to my sister and she 

showed it to my niece and my 
niece saw it and said that was me 

and something clicked with me,” 
Olinger said as she started to tear 
up. “I wanted to normalize her exis-
tence, not just for her but for every-
one else to say, ‘Yes, there’s nothing 
wrong with that.’”

Her sister helped her get out of 
her comfort zone and decided to 
advocate for change publicly.

“What I got instead [of doing it 
by myself] was so much support 
that I didn’t know I needed so badly 
from other people that I could lean 
on,” Olinger said, “It’s such a beau-
tiful community.”

Able ARTS Work also allows art-
ists an opportunity to spark their 
own self-discovery, broadening 
their thoughts of themselves and 
their potential. 

When Glass was doing a senior 
workshop for the Able ARTS pro-
gram, she had a participant named 
Sheila, who worked in the fashion 
industry, come up and mention 
that she created art. Since then, 
Sheila has submitted work to the 

gallery and even sold some of her 
pieces.

“She’s like, ‘I never thought of 
myself as an artist.’ Here’s this in-
credible woman as a senior, just 
discovering how people connected 
with her work so much that they 
wanted to buy it, it’s really empow-
ering and really validating her skill 
and creativity,” Glass said. 

“Come to our events, come meet 
our students, listen to our podcast, 
I guarantee you [that] you’re going 
to enjoy it,” Glass said. “It’s a very 
enjoyable experience and a benefit 
for them, their family members.[...] 
It’s fun to do together. Come visit, 
get involved, get to know us.”

The CORE exhibition will be open 
until Dec. 10. Able ARTS Work will 
be holding its CORE Closing Re-
ception as well as a Winter Market 
on Dec. 5 at 4321 Atlantic Ave.

In 2020, when Long Beach be-
gan planning the connection of Ce-
sar Chavez and Drake Park, Sowing 
Seeds of Change was an integral 
part. Its current headquarters, 
with dozens of raised beds atop 
mulch-covered concrete, toma-
to vines growing along chain link 
fences and makeshift containers 
bursting with greenery, was only 
supposed to be phase one of the 
nonprofit. 

Once the parks were connect-
ed, documents shared from Parks, 
Recreation and Marine employees 
in 2020 show that Sowing Seeds of 
Change was meant to own a parcel 
of land within the new park. The 
next phase was put on hold once 
the COVID-19 pandemic started, 
claiming much of Long Beach’s 
funds. 

Now all the City employees they 
worked with years ago have moved 
onto other cities or roles, making 
it difficult to follow up with those 
plans, Smith said. For the last six 
years, they’ve been waiting to move 
into an in-ground garden. “We’re 
at our limit” in the current parking 
lot, Smith said. 

The goal of the Chavez-Drake 

Park connection is to increase 
much-needed green space in the 
west by uprooting and replacing 
yards of concrete and industrial 
buildings. Some of these build-
ings will remain and may become 
city offices, since removing all of 
the concrete would be expensive, 
according to planning documents 
from the City. 

However, one of those con-
crete lots is where Sowing Seeds 
of Change has made an impact 
in thousands of people’s lives, 
through free produce, internships, 
cooking workshops, summer gar-
dening classes and more. 

When asked on Oct. 23 if the 
City is keeping the original plan to 
move Sowing Seeds of Change to 
an in-ground phase two location 
as planned in 2020, Public Works 
responded, “the City is conduct-
ing extensive outreach with local 
organizations and the broader 
community to ensure the design 
reflects community priorities.” The 
City said they have been active-
ly engaged with groups “such as 
Sowing Seeds of Change and looks 
forward to continued, collabora-
tive dialogue as the project moves 

forward.” However, Smith says it’s 
been difficult to get a response from 
the City. 

Smith shared that two months 
ago, more than 20 Public Works 
employees unexpectedly showed 
up to the nonprofit in the middle 
of a workshop and requested a tour 
of the facility. She shared her fears 
of being left out of conversations 
of the expansion, gave her contact 
information to multiple employees 
and asked to be included in future 
meetings. 

“They took my contact and still 
did not reach out to me,” Smith 
said. 

Part of the Drake-Chavez con-
nection plan includes the realign-
ment of Shoreline Drive and the 
relocation of Shoemaker Bridge, so 
even before the parks are connect-
ed, Sowing Seeds of Change would 
have to move as they would be 
blocked by ongoing construction. 
Smith is hoping that move will be 
from phase one to phase two of the 
original plan promised to them by 
the City.
